The student is able to
identify one or two
obvious artistic techniques,
but cannot identify the
more subtle techniques
(e.g., analogy or
symbolism).

The student is able to
identify one obvious
artistic technique, but fails
to identify any of the
others.

Uses artistic
techniques to
analyze the
cartoon's message

The student successfully
uses all of the artistic
techniques to analyze the
cartoon's meaning.

The student is able to
identify the cartoon's
message using one or two
of the artistic techniques.

The student has difficulty
identifying the cartoon's
message using the artistic
techniques.

The student is unable to
identify the cartoon's
message using the artistic
techniques.

Uses evidence from
the cartoon to
support
interpretation

The student uses four or
more specific examples
from the cartoon to
support his or her
interpretation.

The student uses at least
three specific examples
from the cartoon to
support his or her
interpretation.

The student uses two
specific examples from the
cartoon to support his or
her interpretation.

The student uses only one
specific example from the
cartoon to support his or
her interpretation.
