If there are no details or examples, suggest where 
the author can add information. 

5. Do the findings and final comment demonstrate a logical analysis of the information in 
the diary entries and survey? What is the best analytical connection that the author 
makes? Point out any places where the author can improve the analysis. 

6. Did you notice any grammatical, spelling, or punctuation errors? Note any places where 
the author should make a correction.
