There are one or
two errors in
capitalization or
punctuation, but
the entries are still
clear and
understandable.

There are one to
two errors in
grammar or
spelling, but the
entries are still
clear and
understandable.

The introduction
states what the
pop culture text is,
but does not
adequately discuss
how the text
influences others.

Entries include
relevant details,
but information is
not fully
explained,
inaccurate or
missing for two
entries.

Most sentences
are well-
constructed but
have a similar
structure. Several
sentences are
awkward or
difficult to
understand.

There are a few
errors in
capitalization
and/or
punctuation that
make the entries
unclear or
confusing.

There are three to
four errors in
grammar or
spelling, but the
entries are still
understandable.
