Create a Web page with four quotations from the book and four
photographs that illustrate the quotations. These quotations each
communicate a different piece of information about the novel:

o a quotation that shows the importance of place (the setting) in
the novel

o a quotation that shows the relationship between two characters
(e.g., for A River Runs Through It, the two brothers)

o a quotation that helps establish the metaphor explored in the
book (e.g., for A River Runs Through It, the river or fly-fishing is
a metaphor for life)

o the quote of the novel, the one passage or quotation that
captures the essence, the true meaning, of the novel for you

Next, write four hyperlinked pieces—an essay of place, a character
sketch, an extended metaphor poem, and a persuasive essay
explaining the quotation you've chosen as the quotation of the book.
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
